Checklist – Arrival

	Check in to campground and get site number, map, schedule and WiFi password

	Drive to site, before pulling in, assess site for location of hookups (sewer, water, electric and cable), check for any overhanging branches, check to make sure slides and awning will have room to open.  Check that site has proper hook ups and they function.

	(
	Pull in to site and position trailer.  Get out and walk around to check in most level spot possible with correct position for hookups, slides, awning and stabilizers.  Temporarily deploy slides/awnings if necessary.

	Check if trailer is level laterally.  If not, position leveling blocks and drive trailer onto blocks

	Once proper position is confirmed, place chock blocks

	(
	Place blocks under tongue jack


Un-Hitching Trailer

	Raise tongue jack to full height (or enough to completely unweight truck)

	Remove chains, brake cable and electric plug/pin

	(
	Remove sway bar pins (closer to the trailer first), then remove stabilizer bars

	***Lower tongue jack back down until there is some weight on truck***

	Remove ball hitch pin, then slide lever back to “open” hitch

	Raise tongue jack – trailer should unhitch from truck
