Checklist – Hitching Up Trailer

	Raise tongue jack up high enough to clear truck hitch ball height

	(
	Remove hitch pin and pull back lever to “open” hitch

	(
	Back truck up until ball is just under hitch

	(
	Lower tongue jack onto hitch ball until it clicks/locks

	(
	Slide lever forward to “close” hitch and replace hitch pin

	(
	Attach stabilizer bars on both sides. Insert pin by truck first, then locking pin closer to trailer to lock bars into place.  Raise/lower tongue jack until bars pop-up over the connection point.  

	(
	Raise tongue jack support fully for clearance while towing

	(
	Attach chains in a crossed pattern

	(
	Wrap brake lock cable around chains and clip to truck

	(
	Attach electric pins (make sure the tabs are lined up)

	(
	Confirm that hitch is secured to the truck (large pin is in place on truck side of hitch)

	(
	Check brake, signal and running lights on trailer

	(
	Remove tire chock blocks

	(
	Do final walk around the trailer checking for doors, windows and slides closed, awning retracted, doors and storage locked, grill mount pin in place

	(
	Look under trailer and confirm stabilizing jacks are retracted and all hoses are disconnected.

	(
	Slowly pull out of site.  Check that truck is set in tow mode, brake box is on and properly set, test brakes.  

	(
	If any leveling blocks were used, remember to get out, pick them up and store them.


Checklist – Storage

	Back into storage location - walk around to confirm proper clearance - Unhitch trailer

	(
	Enter trailer and slightly crack ceiling vents.  Open and place Damprid

	(
	Remove any final items

	(
	Place a small amount of water in the toilet

	(
	Turn off fridge.  Then open fridge/freezer and place the grey tabs to keep open.

	(
	Relock door and confirm all storage doors are locked

	(
	Turn battery disconnect switch

	(
	Turn off propane
